MOUNTING PLATE IDENTIFICATION

Center Alignment Rings: These concentric rings help mount the camera in
the center of the mounting plate.

Single (SG) / Double (DG) Gang Alignment Rings: The diameter of these
rings are the same size as Single and Double Gang mounting patterns, which
will help to align cameras which use those mounting patterns.

Knockouts: Remove one of these knock outs to route cables though.

Lock/Unlock Indicator: Shows rotation direction to lock or unlock plate
from pendant cap. Clockwise to lock, and Counter-clockwise to unlock. (It is
recommended to first install a camera onto the mounting plate before
locking the mounting plate into the pendant cap).

Finger Lock / Center Cable Hole: Lock or Unlock the plate from the
pendant cap by placing your thumb and index finger here to turn the plate.
Cameras with center mounted cables can be run through this hole as well.

3a. MOUNT CAMERA TO PLATE

plate and align the cable cutout of your camera to the appropriate knockout.
Use the concentric center alignment rings on the surface of the plate to help
align the camera in the center of the mounting plate.

3b. MOUNT CAMERA TO PLATE
With a Phillips Screwdriver or power drill with a Phillips head bit, screw the
camera to the plate using the included screws.

NOTE! Thickness of camera mounting bases are different. Three sets of
screws are included, select the shortest length screw to attach the camera to
the mounting plate to avoid interference. Screw threads (not the self drilling
tip) must be engaged into the Mounting Plate material. If included screws are
too long or too short for your camera base, use alternative screws.

4. CONNECT CABLES

Attach your camera’s cover according to manufacturers directions.
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
